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RESOLUTION NO.

WHEREAS, Republic Act (RA) No. 9189 as amendecl by RA No. 10590 or the
Overseas Voting Act of 2013, hereinafter referred to as 'OVA of. 2012,,, contains a
prohibition against the transfer, promotion, extension, recall or rnovement of members
or officers of the foreign service corps (FSCs), including those belonging to attached,
agencies, for a certain period, specifically:

"Sec. 35. Security. Measures ta Safeguard the Secrecy anil Sanctity of
Ballots, xxx

No officer or member of the foreign service corps, inciuding those
belonging to attached agencies shail be fransferred, promoted, exiended,
recalled or otherwise moved {rom his current post or position one (1)
year before and three (3) months after the day of elections, except upon
the approval of the Commission.,,;

" sec. 36. Prohibited Acts. - In addition to the prohibited acts
provided by law, it shail be unlawful:

36.6. For any public officer or employee to cause the transfer,
promotion, extension, recall of any member of the foreign service
corps, including members of the attached agencies, or otherwise cause
the movement of any such member from the current post or position
one (1) year before and three (3) months after the day of eiections,
without securing the prior approval of the Commission.,,;

WHEREAS, the Office of Overseas Voting (OFOV), created by virtue of Section 30
of the OVA of 2013, is specificaliy tasked to oversee and supervise the effective
implementation of the said law;
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IN VIEW OF THE FOREGOING, the Commission En Banc, by virtue of thepowers vested in it by the Constitution, the Omnibus Election Code (OEC), the OVAof 2013, and other pertinent election laws, rules ancl regulations, hereby RESOLVEDto PRoMULGATE the following rules to irnplem"r,t thu provisions cited in theperambulatory clauses of this Resolution:

SECTION 1' Definition of Terms. - As usecl in this Resoiutiory the following terms
are clefined and understood as thus:

a. commission or "32MELEC" refers to trre Commission on Elections.

b' Commissioner-in-Charge or "CIC" refers to the Member of the Commissi on En
Banc dtily designated to oversee the operations of the (oFov).

c' Department of Foreign Affairs Ozterseas Voting Secretaiat or,,DFA-OVS,, refers to
the secretariat composetl of the personnel of tfr" nfa basecl in the DFA horne office
tasked to assist the oFoV of the COMELEC, ancl to direct, coordinate, and oversee
tl-re participation of the OVA of 2012.

d' Extension refers to the extension of service for the purpose of completing the
requisite years o{ government service under the Government Service Insurance
System RA No. 8291, otherwise known as the "The Government Service Insurance
System Act of 1,997", or the extension of service of members of the FSCs abroad to
adclress exigencies of public service.

e' Membets or officers of the Foreign Seroice Corps (FsC) refer to chiefs ofmission, career ministers, foreign service officers (FSO), foreign service staff
officers (FSSO), foreign service itoff

Affairs (DFA) who are assigned to servein Posts abroad und ir-, the home o{fice,
as well as regular and service attach6s from other Phitippine government
agencies, such as, but not lirnited to, the following, ^ ^

(01) Philippine Representatives to PermanentMissions of the Unitecl Nations
in New York and Geneva;

(02) Philippine Representatives of the Philippine Mission to the Association
of southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) in Jakarta, Indonesia;

(03) Officers and employees assigned to the Maniia Economic and Cultural
Offices (MECO) in Taiwan;

(04) Labor attachCs of the Migrant workers office (MWos), Department of
Migrant Workers (DMW);

(05) Trade representatives or commercial attach6s of the philippine
Foreign Trade service Corps (FTSC), Department of Trade and
Industry (DTI);

(06) Tourism attach6s from the Department of Tourism (Dor);
(07) Agriculturral attachds from the Department of Agricuiture (DA);
(08) Social Welfare attachds frorn the Department of Social Weifare and

Development (DSWD);
(09) Defense attach6s from the Department of National Defense (DND);
(10) Armecl Forces attach6s, Arrnecl Forces of the philippines (AFp);
(11) Police attacl'rds from the philippine National police (pirln);'
(12) officials from the National Intelligence Coorclinating Agency

(NICA); and



(13) other officials or emp_loyees representing various philippine
government agencies at Philippine Foreign Service posts or other
overseas locations.

f' office for Otterseas voting or "oFov" refers to the office in the COMELECtasked to oversee and supervise the effective implementation of the ovA of2013.

g' Promotion refers to the advancement of a career employee from one positionto another with an increase in duties and responsibiliiiesas authorized by law,and usualiy accompanied by an increase in silary. prornotion may be from onedepartment or agency to another or fron'r one organizational unit to anotherwithin the same department or agency.

h' Recall refers to the refurn of officers or einployees on assignment abroad back tothe home office or original or place of assignmlnt.

i' Transfer refers to the movement of an officer or ernployee from one position toauother which is of equivalent rank, level or salaiy without break in serviceinvolving the issuance of an appointment. The transfer rnay be from oneorganizational unit to another in the same ciepartment or agency or from onedepartment or agency to another. This inciudes movement of fersonnel from onePost or office to-another, pursuant to the rotation plan as provide.l in Section 3gof the RA No. 7157 otherwise known as the Philippine ror"igr, Service Act of
1991.1

SECTIoN 2. Prohibited Acts ancl the Periocl of prohibition. - From 1,2 May2024 (sunday) to l?-August_2025 (Tuesday), it is p.ohibit"d fo, anf public officer oremployee to cause-the transfer, promotion, extenslion recall of any trri.u, or memberof the FSCs, including those beionging to attached agencies, or otherwise cause themovement of any such officer or member from the current post or position, exceptupon the prior approval of the COMELEC.

These prohibited acts are considererl eiectio, offe,ses.

SECTIoN 3. Exceptiotts. In recognition of the varying circurnstances
necessitating movements of personnei to addr"rs the exigencies oI public service,
government agencies may file a written request for exception with the COMELEC for

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the approval of the human resource. actions or personnel movements falting withinthe prohibited acts described i^ sections ? and a of ttris Resolution.

SECTION A'_scope and Applicabitity of this Resolutior. - The scope a,dapplication of this Resolution shall be limitld to the prohibited acts mentioned insection 2 hereof, subject to the following co.ditions:

a' The officers or personnel subject of the transfer, promotion, recail, extension,or movement are members of the FSCs, including those belonging to attached
agencies;

b' The personnei movement sought !o be implemented is a transfer, promotion,
extension, or recall, as defined under Section 1 of this Resolution; and

c' The intended effectivity date of the transfer, promotion, extension, or recall ofservice falls from 12 May 2024 (sunday) to 1i eugus t z02s (Tuesday).

SECTION 5. 
_Procedures for Req-uest for Authority to Transfer, promote,

Extend, Recall, or Moae Members of ine Eireign Seraici corps, rncluding ThoseBelonging to Attqched Agencies. - Ali requestsior authority to transfer, promote,extend, or recali officers or members oi the FSCs, including those belonging toattached agencies shall:

a' Be in writing and duly signed by the head of agency or its duly auth orized,
representative;

b. Include specific details, such as:

(i) the name/ s of office r f s or perso*nel subject of the request;

(i0 tl"re type of personnel movement applicabie to the officer f s orpersonnel
listed on the request for authorily to (transfer, promote, extend, or
recal1);

(iii) current and the new posts or assignments of the officerf s or personnel
sought to be assigned or transferred or recaileci;

(i") current and the new positions or titles of officer/s or personnel subject
to promotion;

(") the length or period covered by the extensiol of service, and

("i) the intended effectivity date of the transfer, promotion, extension or
recali, as the case may be.

c' Specify the causes or reasons for the transfer, profirotion, extension, or recall;
and

d. Contain a certification issued by the requesting heac{ of agency or duly
authorized representative, attesting to the fact thit the officei o, p"rrorrr-r"l
subject of the request are not cleputized by the COMELEC to perfor* orr*.r"r,
voting registration and/or election duties.
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SECTION 6' When to File Requests. - All written requests for authority shali
be filed with the oFoV at least ten (1b) working days befo"* th" intended effectivitydate of the transfer, promotion, extension, or rlcall sought to be approved byCOMELEC.

- Any request filed after the irnplementation of the aforementionecl acts shall notbe accepted or acted upoll by the COMELEC.

SECTI0I{ 7. whete ta File Requests for Authority. - A1l written requests forauthority shall be filed with the oFoV through any of th"e foilowing means:

a' tsy coutier or postal seraice. - Written requests, incluciing the USB or CDattachments such as the list of nalnes of officem o, **r.,6ers of the FSCs,including those belonging to attached agencies, sent via courier or postal
service must be addressed to:

Any request for authority fileci with the incorrect office shall be cieemed as notfiied and shall not be given due course by the COMELEC.

SECTION 8. Ilequests lnaokting afficers ancl Personnel of the DFA to becoursedThroughtheDEA'ays. - Requestslbr auti'rority to transfer,"promote, extenrl,
or recail of officers or personnel of the DFA who are members of tne FSCs, including
those belonging to attached agencies, shall be coursetl through the DFA-OVS.

SECTION g, Reqaests inaoltting Afficers and Personnel of Other philippine
Goaernment Agencies zoith Regular ancl Service Attach\s an asiignment Abraad. -Requests for approval of the transfer, promotion, extension, orrecall, or movernentof regular 01' service attach6s of other Philippine government agencies shall besubmitted by their respective government agenci"r, i{,rly signed Ul, tnet heads of
agencies and/ or appointing authorities.

SECTION !a. AyVroaal af Requests for Authority to Transfer, promate,
Extenil, or rlecall Members of the Foreign Seraice corps, rictuiting Th"osi Belanging
to Attached,4gencies. - Upon receipt of the written requests for exc[ptions, the OFOV
shall evaluate and submit the corresponcling recommendations to the CIC of the
oFov, who shail then take the appropriate u"tio, on the requests.

For this purpose, the Commission En Banc hereby delegates its authority to
lP_P*r9ve 

or disapprove the aforementioned requests for excepttns to the CIC of the
OFOV.

All requests grantecl by the CIC shail be applied prospectively
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SECTION 11" Effectiztity of the Approaeil/Dis.approaeel Requests for Authorityto Promote or Transfer and Detail officirs of Membir's of the r:olr"ign serztice corps,lncluding Those Belonging to Attaciiil AgenLies cluring the prohibited periods undersection 261 subsections (g) (2) and (h) o|ine omnibus Election cocle. - The approvalor disapproval of any requests for exceptions to promote or transfer and cletailofficers or members of the Fscs, ilrcluclingihor" beionging to attachecl agelcies, shallbe effective duringthe prohibited periocis provicleclr'rrrd"rrs". tionZil.subsections (g)(2) and (h) of the EOC.

SECTION 1'2' Penalties. - The following penaities impo.sed under Section 264of the oEC, shali be imposed on any puulic officer or employee found guilty ofcommitting the prohibited acts uncler section 2 l-rereof:

a' Imprisonment of not less than one (1) year but not more than six (6) years
and shall not be subject to probation; ancl

b' Sentenced to suJfer disqualification to hold pubtic office an<i <Ieprivation ofthe right of suffrage.

SECTION 1'3'rmpllryenting office. - The oFoV shall primarily be responsiblefor the implementation of this Resolution.

Complaints for possible commission of the prohibited acts under thisResolution shall be filed with the Law Department in accorclance with Rule 34 of theCOMELEC Rules of Procedure, as amencled by CoMELEC Resolution No. 10961.

SECTION L4. Publication and Disseminatiort. - The Eclucation ancl
lfoyltlon Department (EID) shall cause the publication of this Resolutiol in two(2) daily newsPaPers of general circuiation in the phiiippines anci shall furnish
]{:IT*ton Technology Department (ITD) a copy ro, posting on the CoMELEC
weDslte.

The EID, with the assistance of the OFOV, shall furnish copies of thisResolution to government agencies with officials and personnel service as members
of the FSCs, including those belonging to attached agencies, such as but not limitecl
to, the following agencies:
