WHEREAS, the final Project of Precincts (POPs) shall be prepared and
submitted by the office for overseas Voting (oFoV) after the 1ast Resident
Election Registration Board (RERB) hearing, per Secti on 44 of CONIELEC
Resolution No. 70833, for purposes of the 2025 National and Local Elections
(NLE)' The PoPs shall be necessary for the printing and/or allocation of
official ballots, election refurns, other election forms, supplies, and
paraphernalia, and ballot boxes. It shail also be one of the bases in
determining the number of members of Electoral Boarcls (EBs) for overseas
voting, their respective Support Stafi Autornated Counting Machine (ACM)
and online voting and Counting system (ovcs) Technical support, and
Consolidation and Canvassing System (CCS) operator to be constituted and
appointed;

WHEREAS, there are currently ninety-three (93) Foreign Service posts
(Posts) for overseas voting and registration, wherein sixty-r",r"., (76) posts
will adopt the OVCS and seventeen (17) Posts will adopt Automated Election
system (AES) voting (whether postal or personal), as approved by the
Commission En Bmtc per COMELEC Mintie Resoltiion No. 24-0067 ilatud A2
February 2024; and

WHEREAS, the (ninety-three) gg posts covering different
countries f areas under their jurisdictions and with their respective modes of
voting, will warrant the clustering of precincts overseas to ensure the
successful, credible, peaceful, accessible, and sa{e conduct of the 2025 NLE.

IN VIEW OF THE FOREGOING, the Commission En Banc, by virtue of
the powers vested in it by the Constitution, the OuNTBUS ELECTToN Copg as
amencledl, the Ovgnsras VOTING Acr or 20132, and other pertinent election
laws, rules, and regulations, hereby RESOLVES to PROMULGATE the
following guidelines in the clustering of precincts for overseas voting for
purposes of the 2025 NLE, to wit:

Panr I
IrurnonuCTIoN

Section 1. Oaerseas Voting Precinct. - refers to the groupings of overseas
voters in a given country or Post designated for purposes of voting and
counting.

Section 2. Project of Prccincts (pOps), - refers to the data on the number of
registered overseas voters assigned to their respective overseas voting
precinct.

The clustering of precincts shall depend on the clustering scheme
approved by the CommissronEn Banc for a particular eiection.

Seetion 3. Guidelines in the Clustering of Oaerseas Voting Precincts for AES
(Postal or Personal).In the clustering of overseas voting precincts for the ZAZS
NLE for AES Posts, each precinct shall have no more than two thousand
(2000) voters per country/iurisdiction per Post, regardless of the modes of
voting to be adopted (whether Postal or Personal Voting).

Section 4. Guidelines in the Clustering of Ozterseas Voting Precincts for
OVCS. In the clustering of overseas voting precincts for the 2025 NLE for
Posts adopting ovCS, the following guidelines shall be observed:

1 Batas Pambansa Bilang 881, as amencled.
2 Republic Act (RA) No.9189, as amended by RA No.10590
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(a) For countries with onry one (1) posts, there shalr be onry one (1)
precinct, regardless of the number of registered overseas voters;

(b) For Posts with muitiple countries or jurisdictioru there shall be one (1)precinct per country under said Post, regardless of the number ofregistered overseas voters;
(c) For countries with murtipre posts, each post shar constitute one

precinct, regardless of the number of registered overseas voters.

In all scenario, each Post shall transmit election results directly to the NationaiBoard of Canvassers (NBOC).

section 5' Preparation and submission of the pops. The oFov shalr prepareand submit the final PoPs to the Cornmiss ion En Banc for approval on orbefore 16 December 2A24for its consideration.

section 6' submissioru of Approaed PoPs to the rrD. After approval of thePOPs by the commissionEn Banc, the oFov shall submit the final pops tothe Information Technology Department (ITD) for configuration in theEiection Management System (EMS)

section 7, separability crause. - rf, for any reason, any part, sectiory orprovision of this Resolution is declared invalid or unconstitutional by thesupreme Court, the remaining provisions or sections shall remain valid andapplicable.

section 8' Repealing Clause. - Any part, section, or provision in other relatedResolutions for overseas voting for the 2025 National and Local Electionswhich are inconsistent with the provisions of this Resolution are herebyrepealed or modified accordingly.

section g' rmplementing offiee ancl Department.- The oFov shall primarily
be responsible for the implementation of this Resolution, with the assistance
of the Information Technology Department (ITD).

sectian 10' Notice and Publication. - The COMELEC secretary is directed toprovide a copy of this Resolution to the Education and Information
Department (EID) for dissemination. The ITD shall likewise be furnished with
a copy for posting on the COMELEC website.



Section 1-1. Effectiaity and Suppletory Application of other Resolations. -
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon approval by the
Commission En Banc. Other existing and relevant Resolutions issued by the
ComraissionEn Bancon the conciuct of overseas voting and other reiated
activities shall likewise apply to the Office for overseas Voting suppletorily.
