Per the Resolution of the Commission En Banc, Section 2 of
Resolution No. 11046, “RULES OF PROCEDURE ON THE FILING OF:
(1) PETITION TO DENY DUE COURSE TO AND OR CANCEL
CERTIFICATE OF CANDIDACY; (2) PETITION TO DECLARE A
NUISANCE CANDIDATE: AND (3) PETITION FOR DISQUALIFICATION
IN CONNECTION WITH THE 2025 NATIONAL AND LOCAL
ELECTIONS INCLUDING THE BANGSAMORO AUTONOMOUS

REGION IN MUSLIM MINDANAO PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS”
shall now read as follows:

“Section 2. When to File Petition. —

a. Denial or Cancellation of Certificate of Candidacy. — The petition
must be filed not later than a non-extendible period of twenty-five (25)
days from the time of filing of the COC subject of the petition.

In case of a valid substitution of candidate, the Petition must be filed
within five (5) days from the time the substitute candidate filed his
O,

b. Declaration of a Candidate as a Nuisance Candidate. — The
petition shall be filed within a non-extendible period of five (5) days
from the last day of the filing of COC.

In case of valid substitution of candidate, the petition shall be filed
within a non-extendible period of five (5) days from the time the
substitute candidate filed a COC.

c. Disqualification of Candidates. — The Petition shall be filed not later
than the date of proclamation.

For cases under Section. 1.c.2, the Petition shall be filed at any time
during office hours.”
