ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER NO. 10 

CREAliNG THE PHILIPPINE INTER-AGENCY COMMITl'EE ON ZOONOSES , 
DEFINING ITS POWERS, FUNCTIONS, RESPONSIBILITIES, OTHER 
RELATED MAnERS AND PROVIDING FUNDS THEREOF 

WHEREAS , new mfectious agents and diseases affecting humans have 
emerged at the rate of more than one per year for the last th irty (30) years. 
Seventy ~'Ve percent (75%) of these have been zoonoses and some, such as 
Influenza A (H1 N1), Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS), Highly 
Pathc-.genlc AVIan Influenza (HPAI), Rabies and Nipah Virus , have had 
devastating effects on populations , economies , and livelihood systems of the 
ASia Pacmc Region. 

WHEREAS, the emergence of loonotic diseases are attributed to 
changes In the earth's climate and ecosystems that are affecting the animal 
population . Impacting human health such as Issues on globalization 
charactenze<! by travei and trade, urbanization where the human population 
OCCUpIeS more and more natural habitats of animals and Increasing demand for 
food due to increasing human population ; 

WHEREAS. to prepare the country for the early detection and rapid 
respooSie to diseases, a collaborative mechanism must be developed to 
synergize and harness the strengths and capabilit ies of the concerned 
departments and bureaus of the government for efficient use of resources In the 
control and eventua! elimination of existing zoonoses 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, BENIGNO S. AQUINO, III , President of the 
Philippines, by vIrtue of the powers vested in me by law, do hereby direct and 
order the following : 

SECTION 1. Crgation of Committee. A Philipp ine Inter ~ ag ellcy 

Committee on Zoonoses (PhiICZ) is hereby created It shall be composed of the 
Department of Health (DOH) , Department of Agriculture (DA) , Department of 
Erwironrnent and Natural Resources (OENR) and their respective age ncie s as 
members. The Secretary of each Department. or his duly authorized 
representatIVe . shall serve as Chairperson of the PhilCZ on a two-yeo.r rotat iona l 

basis . 

The members of the PhHCZ sha ll be composed of, but not limited to the 

fo!lowing agencies .

SECTION 2. Objectives, The PhilCZ shall endeavor to 8) develop a 
national strategy on prevention, control and elimination of zoonoses and 
b) estabOlsh a functional and sustainable mechanism to strengihen the animal­
human Interface for the effective prevention , controi and elimination of zoonotiC 
dIseases.. 

SECnON 3. Functions of the Committee. The PhilCZ shall undertake 
the following'

2 	 Review and develop policies, programs and gUidelines to ensure 
the proper Implementation of the prevention and control program on 

zoonoses; 

3 	 Develop and coordinate capacity buiiding 'programs and priOritize 
activities towards Improving natIonal and lo¢al capabilities; 

F oster cooperation and commitment bE'~tvl/een the animal and 
human health sectors through coordination of actlvlt!eS and 
exchange of advice and a5sIstance whenever possible . 
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5 	 Provide recommendations to the President 'Jf the Phl!lpplnes 
through the Secretaries of the OA, DOH and DENR In times of 
cnses or as may be deemed necessary (Ie epidemics of zoonotic 
nature),

The DOH shall serle as the lead agency on the prevention <ell JcJ 
control of zoonotic diseases in humans . It shall : 

a) 	 Conduct pro-active response to public hea lth conce r ns on 
matters pertaining to f08d safety "anita tlon and vector 
control; and 

b) 	 A,dopt appropriate measures upon the recommendation of 
the Phi lCZ to be undertaken in the health facilities for the 
prevention and control of loonotic diseases 

.:.; 	 The DA shall serve as the lead agency on the prevention and 
control of zoonotic diseases in livestock. , poultry and other domest ic 
animals It shall: 

a) 	 Conduct pro·active response to public health concerns on 
matters pertaining to food safety , sanitation , vector' control 
and proper disposal of animals, and 

b) 	 Adopt appropriate measures that may be recommended bV 
the PhiiCZ to be undertaken In animal facilitie.s to inciude , 
but not limited to, farms , slaughter~ouses , markets . feed 
establishments and pharmaceuticalsldrugs/b iologics outlets 
for the control and prevention of loonotic diseases 

4 	 The DENR shall serve as the lead agency on zoonotic diseases in 
'Nild fauna . it shall adopt appropriate measures upon the 
recommendation of the PhilCZ to be undertaken in protected areas, 
in wildlife facilities such as, but not lirniteo to , zoological parks , 
wildlife rescue centers and in identified risk areas for the control 
and prevention of zoonotic diseases. 

SECTION 5. ImpJementation . The Secretaries of Agri cultu re , Hea lth and 
Environrnent and Natural Resources shall provide the guide iines for the 
operationallzatlon of the PhiiCZ thr'ough a Joint Administrative Order, anci 
promu lgate rules dnd regUlations, as may be necessary , related, incidental or 
consistent wrth the purpose, intent and objective of this Order. 

A ll instrumental ities of government are directed to' support and assist tile 
PhilCZ ~rhen deemed necessary 
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SECTION 6. 'Funding. Each concerned department shall appropriate at 
least t\-vo million pesos (P2 ,OOO ,OOO 00) annually for the operations of the PhilC Z. 

SECTION 7 . Separability Clause. Should any of the provIsions conta ined 
herein be declared unconstrtutional, the rest or othel' such provisions not so 
de<:Jared shall remain valid and effective 

SECTION 8. Repealing Clause. All orders , rules, regulatio ns, and 
issuances . or parts thereof, which are Inconsistent with this Administrative Order . 
are hereby repealed. amended. or niodlfied accordingly 

SECTlON 9. Effectivity. This AdministratIve Order shall take effect 
Immediately
