WHEREAS, all telecommunication gservices to and from
points in the Philippines to and from points exterior thereto
authorized by the Comumonwealth Government to engage in such
services were disrupted at the out-break of the war;

%45, the Phillppine Press Wireless, Inc., a com-
pany authorized to maintaln and operate radio stations for
the wireless reception and transmission or wordage, plctures
or other matter intended for publication, to and Ifrom points
in the Philippines, to and from points exterior thereto, re-
established its radio station in Menila and, for general
public and military necessity, furnished the much needed
fransocesnic communication services including that type of
cervice which is not authorized in its franchise; and

blished since liberation are still inadequate to cope with
the needs of the general public as well as those of the
armed forces in this area, especially with the expected
incresssed volume of radio traffic during the gomling holiday

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N0, THEREFORE, I, SERGIO QSlfEliA, President of the
Philippines, in the interest of public welfare and by virtue
of the powers vested in me by the Constitution and existing
laws of the Philippines, do hereby authorize the afore-
mentioned Philinpine Press Wireless, Inc., © contine hand-~
ling telecommunication services besides. that type of service
suthorized in its franchise, until Jenuary twenty-fourth, ‘

nineteen hundred and forty-six.
