EXECUTIVE ORDER No. 230

ORGANIZING CERTAIN BARRIOS OF THE MUNIC-
IPAL DISTRICT OF PANTAO-RAGAT, PROVINCE
OF LANAO, INTO AN INDEPENDENT MUNIC-
IPAL DISTRICT UNDER THE NAME OF MATU-
NGAO.

Upon the recommendatlon of the Secretary of the In-
terior, and pursuant to the provisions of section 68 of
the Revised Administrative Code, the barrios ‘of Nunang,
Matungao, Matampai, Pasayanon, Pangi, Somiorang, Ba-
" tangan, Bangco, and Batal, all of the municipal district
- of Pantao-Ragat, Province of Lanao, are hereby organized
into an independent municipal district uncer the name
--of Matungao with the seat of government at the barrio
of Mattmgao The municipal district- herein organized
is -bounded: : : :

 On'the north, by the mumclpahty of Kauswagan, separated by the o
present boundary between the mumc1pa,hty of Kau:waga,n and the
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municipal district of Pantao-Ragat; on the east, by the municipality
of Balo-i, separated by the present boundary between Pantac-Ragat
and Balo-i; on the south, by the remaining portion of the municipal
district of Pantao-Ragat, separated 5y a straight line. coming from
the old -boundary between the municipal district of Pantao-Ragat
and the municipality of Kolambugan and passes the boundary
between the barrio of Pantao-Ragat, seat of the municipal district
government of Pantao-Ragat, and Bangco, a barrio of the proposed ,
municipal district of Matungao, nearest to the above barric of Pantao-.
Ragat; and on the west by the municipality of Kolambugan, separated
by ‘the present boundary between the municipality of Kolambugan
and the municipal district of Pantao-Ragat.

The municipal district of Matungao shall begin tc exist upon the
appointment and qualification of the mayor, vice-mayor, and a
majority of the councilors thereof.
