" Parsuaht to the provisions of section sixty-eight o
the Revised Administrative Code, there is hereby created
in' the Province of> Oriental Mindoro a municipality to
‘be known as the municipality of Vietoria, which shal
‘consist of the southern portion of the munieipality of
Naujan, more particularl;y described and bounded as
follows: S ’ : ‘

On the north by the course of the Macatoc River from
mouth at Naujan Lake to Macatoc River Brldg‘e at Kilomete
30.35 on the Calapan South National Road and thence a straigh
line south 90° 00’ west a distance of approximately 10.7 kllo-
meters until it intersects Magasawang Tubig River;

On the West by the course of the Magasawang Tubig Riv
southerly upstream until it intersects the Naujan-Sablayan bound,
ary line; -

On the south, by the NauJan Sablayan and the -NauJan P
boundary lihes; and

On the east, by the west shore llne of Naujan Lake.
