CREATING THE AURORA INTEGRATED AREA DEVELOPMENT PROJECT OFFICE,
PROVIDING FUNDS THEREFOR AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

I, CORAZON C. AQUINO, President of the Philippines, dohereby;order:

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SECTION 1. P~_~1~tion of Policy. -The Aurora Inte-
grated Area Development Project, hereinafter referred to as
the Project, is hereby declared as a project of the National
Government under the direct supervision of the National
Council on Int~grated Area Development, hereinafter referred
to as the NACIAD.

SECTION 2. Creation of the Aurora Inte rated Area -
D~v~~mertt Pro.;ect UI:I:~ce. -ere ~s ereDY create an
Aurora Integrated Area Development Project Office, hereinafter
referred to as the Project Office, which shall be responsible
to the NACIAD for the implementation of the project and its
components in cooperation with the designated regional and
provincial implementing units of participating agencies.
For t!tis purpose, the Project Office shall establish the
appropriate budgeting and fin~ncial system in coordination
with the Department of Budget and Management and other con-
cerned agencies.

The Project Office shall be headed by a Project Director
who shall be appointed by the Chairman of NACIAD upon recom-
mendation of the NACIAD Executive Director.

S~CTION 38. Creation, Composition and Functions of the
Execut~ve Steer~n~ Committ'ee and the Technica!LAdvisory
omm~ttee. -or t e purpose o~ prov~ ~ng operat~ng po icies

and guidelines in the implementation and coordination of the
project there is hereby established an Executive Steering
Committee chaired by the NACIAD Executive Director and com-
posed of the duly designated national or regional repre-
sentatives of the participating implementing agencies and,
the provincial government. The Project Director shall act
as secretary of the Committee.

To assist the Project Director in the management of
the project, there is hereby created a Technical Advisory
Committee to be composed of the provincial heads 6f the
implementing agencies and concerned provincial governmentunits 

and to be chaired by the Project Director.
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SECTION 4. fr~atio~ of An Aurora Integrated Area Deve-
!QPment ~~ject F~nd. -l"he proceeds ot the grant assistance
obtained trom the European Economic Community shall be consti-
tuted into an Aurora Integrated Area Development Project Fund
under'Chapter XXXV. Integrated Area Development Projects Fund of
the General Appropriations Act to finance partially the imple-
mentation of the Project. The D~partment of Budget and
Management.in consultation with the NP.CIAD and the concerned
departments/agencies shall issue the appropriate guidelines
for the utilization of the Fund and the mechanics of itsadminLstration.

The appropriate Philippine Government contribution Or
counterpart fund for each of the Project components shall be
made available through the established budgetary systems andprocedures.

SECTION 5. 9perating Expenses. -The amount of six
million five hundred thousand pesos (t6,500,OOO.90) is hereby
allocated from any applicable lump sum fund under the CY 1987
General Appropriations Act to cover the initial operating
expenses of the Project. For the succeeding fiscal year.
and until its termination, such amounts as may be necessary
for the budgetary requirements of the Project shall be pro-
vided for in the Annual General Appropriations Act.
