DIRECTING UNEQUIVOCAL COMPLIANCE WITH SECTION 5( 4),

ARTICLE XVI, OF THE 1987 CONSTITUTION PROVIDING

I, CaHAZaN C. AQUINO, President of the Philippines,
by virtue of the powers vested in me by law, do herebyorder:

1., All departments, bureaus, offices, agencies and
instrumentali ties of the Government, including government-
owned or controlled corporations or any of their subsi-
diaries, sha.-rrcomply- unequi vocably- with- Sec-tion--5( 4)~~=
Article XVI, of the 1987 Constitution providing that lJiNomember 

of the armed forces in the active service shall,
at any time, be appointed or designated in any capacity to
a civilian position in the Government including government-
owned or controlled corporations or any of their subsi-
diaries."

2. Executive Order No. 41, dated September 2,1966,
"Promulgating Rules And Regulations Governing The Detail
Or Assignment Of Military Personnel To Civilian Offices
and Officials," is. hereby reiterated, Erovided, That such
permissible detail/assignment shall not, directly or in-
directly, be practised as a prohibited apPointment/desig-
nation envisaged by the Constitution.

3. For purposes of this Executive Order, a civilian
position means:

(a) A plantilla i te~ where the Civil Service Commis-
sion has prescribed the cor~esponding qualifications and
civil service eligibilities fo~ appointment thereto;

(b) A Career Executive Service (CES) position where
the position and compensation are prescribed by law andregulations;
