For this purpose, all donations, beguests and gifts re-
ceived by the Federation of Senior Citizens Association of the
Philippines, Inc. for the implementation of its programs and
activities shall be free from all forms of taxes and shall be

deductible in £ from the income of the donor for purposes
of computing his wcome tar liability, subject to the pertinent
provisions of Sec n»ns 94 () (3) and (b) (2) and 29 (h) (2)
