AS "NATIONAL RURAL WOMEN'S DAr

WHEREAS, a$ a result of the 4th UN World Conference on Women in
Beijing in 1995, the International Federation of Agricultural Producers
(IFAP) , the Women's World Summit Foundation (WWSF) and the Associated
COUDtIy Women of the World (ACWW) designated October 15 as "World
Rural Women's Day" to highlight the largely unrecognized contribution of
rural women, the world over, to food security and to the development of the
rural areas;

WHEREAS, the "World Rural Women~s Day" was celebrated for the
first time on October 15, 1996;

WHEREASt the Philippines recognizes the role and tremendous
contribution of rur~ women to our country)s economic development and
food security;

WHEREAS, there is necessity to set aside a period during which
concerted national effort~ for the recognition of the role that rural women
play in the vitality of the economy may be highlighted;

"OW, THEUFORE, I, FIDEL V. RAMOS, President of the Republic
of the Philippines, by virtue of the powers vested in me by law, do hereby
proclaim October 15, 1997} and of every year thereafter, as "National Rural
Women's Day".
