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AN ACT CONVERTI NG THE MOUNTAI N PROVI NCE
COVMUNI TY COLLEGE IN THE MUNI CI PALI TY OF
BONTCC, MOUNTAI N PROVI NCE, | NTO A STATE
COLLEGE TO BE KNOAN AS THE MOUNTAI N
PROVI NCE STATE POLYTECHNI C COLLEGE,
| NTEGRATI NG THEREW TH THE TADI AN SCHOOL OF
ARTS AND TRADES I N THE MUNI Cl PALI TY OF
TADI AN, THE BACARRI AGRI CULTURAL HI GH
SCHOOL I N THE MUNI CI PALI TY OF PARACELI S,
AND THE EASTERN BONTOC NATI ONAL
AGRI CULTURAL SCHOOL I N THE MUNI CI PALITY OF
BARLI G, ALL IN THE MOUNTAI N PROVI NCE, AND
APPROPRI ATI NG FUNDS THEREFOR

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Philippines in Congress assenbl ed:



SECTION 1. The Mountain Province Comrunity Col |l ege | ocated
in the Municipality of Bontoc in Mouuntain Province is hereby
converted into a state college to be known as the Muntain
Provi nce State Pol ytechnic Coll ege, hereinafter referred to
as the College, and integrating therewith as its branches the
Tadi an School of Arts and Trades |located in the Minicipality
of Tadi an, Mountain Province, which shall be its College of
Engi neering; the Bacarri Agricultural Hi gh School |ocated in
the Municipality of Paracelis, Muntain Province, which shal
be its College of Agriculture; and the Eastern Bontoc
Nati onal Agricultural School |ocated in the Municipality of
Barlig, Mountain Province, which shall be its College of
Forestry.

SEC. 2. The Coll ege shall primarily provide higher
prof essi onal, technical and special instructions for specia
pur poses and pronote research and extension services,
advanced studi es and progressive |eadership in agriculture,
education, forestry, engineering, arts, sciences, humanities,
and other fields as may be rel evant.

SEC. 3. The Col |l ege shall offer undergraduate and graduate
courses in the fields of agriculture, education, forestry,
engi neering, arts, sciences, humanities, and other allied
degree courses as the Board of Trustees may deem necessary to
carry out its objectives. It shall also offer opportunity in
short-termtechnical or vocational courses within its areas
of specialization to neet the needs of the nation.

SEC. 4. The existing high schools shall be transferred
under the supervision of the Departnment of Education, Culture
and Sports: Provided, That these high schools shall be
allowed to remain and operate within the canpuses of the
Col l ege until they shall have been transferred to other
| ocati ons.

SEC. 5. The Col |l ege shall have the general powers of a
corporation set forth in the Corporation Law. The
admi ni stration of the College and the exercise of its
corporate powers shall be vested exclusively in the Board of
Trustees and the President of the College insofar as
aut hori zed by the Board.

SEC. 6. The governing body of the College shall be the
Board of Trustees, hereinafter referred to as the Board,
whi ch shall be conposed of the follow ng:

Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, Chairman

Presi dent of the College, Vice-Chairnman

Chairman of the Committee on Education of the Senate,
menber



Chairman of the Committee on Education of the House of
Represent atives, nenber

Representative of the National Econom c and Devel opnent
Aut hority, menber

Presi dent of the Federation of Faculty Associations of the
Col | ege, nenber

Presi dent of the Federation of Suprene Student Councils of
the Col | ege, nenber

In addition, the Board may el ect, when deenmed necessary,
the foll owi ng as nmenbers:

Presi dent of the Federation of Alumi Associ ations of the
Col | ege

Presi dent of the Federation of Enployees Associ ati ons of
the Col | ege

Two (2) prominent citizens who have distingui shed
thenmsel ves in their professions or Fields of specialization
of the College, chosen from anong those qualified in Muntain
Provi nce.

The Presidents of the Federation of Al umi Associations and
of the Federation of Enployees Associations as well as the
two (2) prominent citizens so elected by the Board shall have
the sane powers, authority and privileges as the regular
menbers of the Board.

The Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, the
Presi dent of the College, the Education Conmittee Chairnmen of
the Senate and the House, and the representative of the
Nat i onal Economi ¢ and Devel opnent Authority shall have ex
officio terns of office, while the Presidents of the
Federation of Faculty Associ ati ons, Federation of Student
Counci |l s and, when deened necessary, the Presidents of the
Federation of Alumi Associations and the Federation of
Enpl oyees Associ ations shall serve for one (1) year and, when
i kewi se necessary, the two (2) prominent citizens shal
serve for four (4) years and two (2) years, respectively.

For the purpose of the provision of this section, the
faculty, the alummi, and the enpl oyees associations and the
student councils in each canpus of the College shall organize
their respective federations.

SEC. 7. The Board shall promrmul gate and inpl ement policies
in accordance with the declared State policies on education
and ot her pertinent provisions of the Philippine Constitution
on education, science and technol ogy, arts, culture and
sports.



SEC. 8. The Board shall have the foll ow ng specific powers
and duties in addition to its general powers of
adm nistration and the exercise of all the powers granted to
the board of directors of a corporation under existing |aws:

(a) To enact rules and regul ations not contrary to | aw as
may be necessary to carry out the purposes and functions of
the Col | ege;

(b) To receive in trust |egacies, gifts and donations of
real and personal properties of all kinds and to adm nister
and di spose of the same when necessary for the benefit of the
Col | ege and subject to the limtations, directions and
i nstructions of the donor, if any;

(c) To fix the tuition fees and other necessary schoo
charges, such as but not limted to matricul ation fees,
graduation fees and | aboratory fees, as the Board may deem
proper to inpose

(d) To authorize the construction or repair of its
bui | di ngs, machineries, equipnment and other facilities and
the purchase and acquisition of real and personal properties,
i ncl udi ng necessary supplies, materials and equi prment.
Purchases and ot her transactions entered into by the Coll ege
t hrough the Board shall be exempt fromall taxes and duties;

(e) To confirm appoi ntnents of vice-presidents, deans,
directors, heads of departnents, faculty nenbers and ot her
of ficials and enpl oyees of the Coll ege nmade by the President
of the College;

(f) To inmprove the curricula, institutional prograns and
rul es of discipline drawn by the Administrative and Academ c
Councils as herein provided;

(g) To confer degrees upon successful candi dates for
graduation, to award honorary degrees upon persons in
recognition of their outstanding contribution in the fields
of education, public service, arts, science and technol ogy or
in any field of specialization and to authorize the award of
certificates for conpletion of nondegree and nontraditiona
cour ses;

(h) To establish branches in Muntain Province, if and when
it becones essential and necessary where there is no existing
school offering sinmilar progranms or courses, to promote and
carry out equal access to educational opportunities as
mandat ed by the Constitution; and

(i) To establish chairs in the College and to provide
fell owships for qualified faculty nmenbers and schol arships to
deservi ng students.



SEC. 9. A quorum of the Board shall consist of a najority
of all nenbers holding office at the tine of the neeting:
Provi ded, however, That anong those present are the Secretary
of Education, Culture and Sports who is Chairman of the
Board, or the President of the College who acts as presiding
officer in the former's absence. The Board shall convene
regularly once every two (2) nonths. The Chairnman of the
Board may call a special neeting whenever necessary.

The nmenbers of the Board shall not receive salary but shal
be entitled to reinmbursenment for actual and necessary
expenses incurred either in attendance in neetings of the
Board or in other official business authorized by a
resolution of the Board subject to existing | aws on honoraria
and al | owances.

SEC. 10. The Coll ege shall be headed by a Pr*esident to be
el ected by the Board and shall hold office for a term of six
(6) years without reappointnment unless he reaches the age of
retirement or earlier renmoved for cause or incapacitated to
di scharge the duties of the office.

In case of vacancy in the Ofice of the President by reason
of death, resignation, incapacity of the President to perform
the functions of his office, or renoval for cause, the Board
shall have the authority to designate an officer-in-charge of
the Col | ege pendi ng the appoi ntnent of a successor. The new
Presi dent shall hold office for the unexpired termbut in no
case shall his termbe nore than six (6) years subject to the
provi si ons of the precedi ng paragraph.

The powers and duties of the President of the College, in
addition to those specifically provided in this Act, shall be
those usually pertaining to the office of the president of a
col | ege.

SEC. 11. The President of the Collcge, whose term nmay be
term nated according to this Act, shall be entitled to ful
retirement benefits under existing |aws.

SEC. 12. There shall be an Admi nistrative Counci
consi sting of the President of the College as Chairnan, the
vi ce-presidents, deans, directors and other officials of
equal rank, whose duty is to inplenent the policies governing
the adm ni strati on, nanagenent and devel opnent planni ng of
the Col |l ege as approved by the Board.

SEC. 13. There shall be an Acadenic Council with the
Presi dent of the College as Chairman and all nenbers of the
instructional staff with the rank of not |ower than assistant
prof essor as nenbers. The Academni ¢ Council shall have the
power to prescribe curricular offerings subject to the
approval of the Board. It shall fix the requirenents for



admi ssion to the College as well as for graduation and the
conferring of degrees subject to review and/or approval by
the Board through the President of the College. It shall also
have di sciplinary power over the students through the
President within the linmts prescribed by the rules of

di sci pline as approved by the Board.

SEC. 14. There shall be a Secretary of the Coll ege who
shall be appointed by the Board upon reconmendati on of the
Presi dent of the College. He shall also be the Secretary of
the Board and shall keep such records of the Coll ege as may
be determi ned by the Board.

SEC. 15. The Treasurer of the Philippines shall be the ex
of ficio treasurer of the Coll ege.

SEC. 16. The nenbers of the faculty of the College shall be
exenpt fromany civil service exam nation or regulation as a
requi site for appointnment. No religious opinion or
affiliation shall be a matter of inquiry in the appointnent
of faculty nmenbers of the College: Provided, however, That no
menber of the faculty shall teach for or against any
particul ar church or religious sect.

SEC. 17. No student shall be denied admi ssion to the
Col | ege by reason of sex, nationality, religion, or politica
affiliation.

SEC. 18. The Coll ege shall enjoy acadenic freedom

SEC. 19. The incunbent President of the Muntain Province
Community College, if qualified under the rules and
regul ati ons of the Departnment of Education, Culture and
Sports, shall be the officer-in-charge of the Coll ege pending
t he appoi ntment of the President.

SEC. 20. On or before the fifteenth day of the second nonth
after the opening of regular classes each year, the Board
shall file with the Ofice of the President of the
Phi | i ppi nes through the Secretary of Education, Culture and
Sports and to both Houses of Congress, a detailed report on
the progress, conditions and needs of the Coll ege.

SEC. 21. All the assets, fixed and novabl e, personnel and
records of the Muntain Province Cormunity Coll ege, the
Tadi an School of Arts and Trades, the Bacarri Agricultura
Hi gh School and the Eastern Bontoc National Agricultural
School, except those belonging to or to be used by the high
schools, as well as liabilities or obligations, are hereby
transferred to the Coll ege: Provided, however, That the
positions, rights, and security of tenure of personne
therein enpl oyed under existing |laws prior to absorption by
the Col |l ege are not inpaired: Provided, further, That the
i ncunbent of the positions shall remain in the same status



until otherw se provided for by the Board. All parcels of

| and bel onging to the Governnment occupied by the Muntain
Provi nce Community Col |l ege, the Tadi an School of Arts and
Trades, the Bacarri Agricultural H gh School and the Eastern
Bont oc National Agricultural School are hereby declared to be
the property of the Mountain Province State Pol ytechnic
Col |l ege and shall be titled under that nane: Provided, That
shoul d the Col | ege cease to exist or be abolished and shoul d
such parcels of |and aforenenti oned be no | onger needed by
the Col |l ege, the same shall revert to the Muntain Province.

SEC. 22. All accounts and expenses of the Coll ege shall be
audited by the Comm ssion on Audit or its duly authorized
representative.

SEC. 23. Heads of bureaus and offices of the Nationa
Governnment are hereby authorized to | oan or transfer, upon
request of the President of the College such apparatus,
equi pnment or supplies as nmay be needed by the Collcge, and to
detail enployees for duty therein when, in the judgnent of
the head of the bureau or office, such apparatus, equipnment,
suppl i es or services of such enpl oyees can be spared w t hout
serious detrinment to the public service. Enployees so
detail ed shall perform such duties as required of them by the
Presi dent of the Collcge, and the tine so enployed shall be
counted as part of their official service.

SEC. 24. It shall be a continuing policy of the College to
accept the affiliation and/or integration withinits
operation of any existing national schools whose prograns can
contribute largely and effectively to the attai nment of its
obj ectives: Provided, however, That in case of integration,
the Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports is hereby
authorized to determine and approve the specific existing
nati onal schools that are to be integrated as part of the
Mountai n Province State Polytechnic College. In this
particul ar case, it is understood that all funds, properties,
and ot her assets, as well as obligations of the integrated
school s shall be transferred to the Coll ege.

SEC. 25. The appropriations for the Mouuntain Province
Community Col | ege, the Tadi an School of Arts and Trades, the
Bacarri Agricultural Hi gh School and the Eastern Bontoc
Nat i onal Agricultural School, except the sum necessary to
continue the operation of the existing high schools, are
hereby transferred to the Coll ege. Thereafter, such anount as
may be necessary for the continued operation and nmai nt enance
of the College shall be included in the Genera
Appropriations Act.

SEC. 26. All laws, presidential decrees, executive orders,
rul es and regul ations contrary to or inconsistent with the
provi sions of this Act are hereby repeal ed, anmended or
nodi fi ed accordi ngly.



SEC. 27. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
