OF FI SHERI ES | N MERCEDES, CAMARI NES NORTE
NATI ONAL AGRI CULTURAL SCHOOL I N LABO AND
THE CAMARI NES NORTE NATI ONAL SCHOOL OF ARTS
AND TRADES | N JOSE PANGANI BAN, ALL IN THE
PROVI NCE OF CAMARI NES NORTE, AND
APPROPRI ATI NG FUNDS THEREFOR

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Philippines in Congress assenbl ed:



SECTION 1. The present Camarines Norte National High
School is hereby converted into a state college to be known
as the Canmarines Norte State College and integrating thereto
the Abano Pilot Elenmentary School as its training center
Mer cedes School of Fisheries and Canmarines Norte Nationa
Agricultural School as its College of Agriculture; and the
Canmarines Norte National School of Arts and Trades as its
Col | ege of Engi neering and Architecture.

SEC. 2. The Camarines Norte State Coll ege, which shal
herei nafter be referred to as the State Col |l ege, shal
primarily provide higher technol ogical and professiona
instruction and training in the fields of economcs
agriculture, health, engineering, education, nmanagenent,
finance, accounting, forest research and conservati on,
busi ness and public adm nistration as well as short-
termtechnical and vocational courses. It shall also provide
and pronote research and extension services, advanced studies
and progressive |eadership in all areas of discipline and
responsibilities.

SEC. 3. In addition to the two-year agricultural technol ogy
curriculum of Camari nes Norte National Agricultural School
the State Col |l ege shall offer undergraduate courses | eading
to the degree of Bachel or of Science in Agriculture with
appropriate major fields of specialization, Bachel or of
Sci ence in Agribusiness, Bachel or of Science in Business
Admi ni stration, Bachelor of in Forestry, Bachelor of Arts,
Bachel or of Science in Education, Bachelor of Science in
El ementary Education, Bachel or of Science in M ning
Engi neeri ng, Bachel or of Science in Civil Engineering,
Bachel or of Science in Architecture, Bachel or of Science in
Nursi ng and graduate courses |leading to the degree of Master
of Arts in Educational Managenent, Master of Science in
Fi sheries, Master of Science in Agriculture, Master in Public
Admi ni stration, Master in Managenent, and such other courses
as the Board of Regents nay deem necessary.

SEC. 4. The head of the State Coll ege shall be known as the
Presi dent. He shall be appointed by the President of the
Phi | i ppi nes upon reconmendati on of the Board of Regents as
her ei nafter provi ded.

The powers and duties of the President of the State
Col l ege, in addition to those specifically provided for in
this Act, shall be those usually pertaining to the office of
the president of a state college. His salary shall be fixed
by the Board of Regents conparable to that being received by
presi dents of simlar educational institutions of |ike
enrol | ment and st andi ng.

The President of the State Coll ege shall hold office for a
termof six (6) years without reappointnent unless he reaches



the age of retirenment or earlier renoved for cause or
i ncapacitated to discharge the duties of his office.

SEC. 5. The governing body of the Camarines Norte State
Col | ege shall be the Board of Regents of the State Coll ege.
It shall be conposed of the follow ng:

Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, Chairnman;

Presi dent of the Canarines Norte State Coll ege,
Vi ce- Chai r man;

Chairman of the Commttee on Education and Culture of the
Senat e, nenber;

Chairman of the Commttee on Education and Culture of the
House of Representatives, nenber;

Representative of the National Econom c and Devel opnent
Aut hority, menber;

Presi dent of the faculty association of the State Coll ege,
menber ;

Presi dent of the supreme student council of the State
Col | ege, nenber;

Presi dent of the alumi association of the State Coll ege,
menber ;

Presi dent of the enployee association of the State Col | ege,
menber; and

Two (2) prominent residents of the Province of Canarines
Norte who have distinguished thenselves in their professions
or fields of specialization of the State Col | ege, nenbers:
Provi ded, That the president of the alummi association and of
t he enpl oyee association as well as the two (2) pronnent
residents shall be elected by the Board when deened necessary
who shall have the sane powers, authority and privil eges as
the regul ar nenbers of the Board: Provided, further, That the
Department of Education, Culture and Sports Secretary, the
Presi dent of the State Coll ege, the Education and Cul ture
Conmittee Chairnen of the Senate and the House, and the NEDA
representative shall have an ex officio termof office, while
the presidents of the faculty association, suprene student
council and when deened necessary, the presidents of the
al umi associ ati on and enpl oyees associ ation shall serve for
one (1) year, and when |ikew se necessary the two (2)
prom nent residents shall serve for four (4), years and two
(2) years, respectively.

SEC. 6. The nenbers of the Board, including the Chairman,
shall be entitied to an all owance of Three hundred pesos



(P300. 00) per neeting actually attended but in no case shal
exceed Six hundred pesos (P600.00) a nonth: Provided, That
actual and necessary expenses incurred in attendi ng neetings
of the Board or upon the other official business authorized
by resol ution thereof shall be reinbursable. The Board of
Regents shall convene regularly once every two (2) nonths on
the first Friday thereof. The Chairnman nmay call a specia
neeti ng whenever necessary.

SEC. 7. In addition to its general powers of
adm ni stration, the Board of Regents shall exercise and
performthe follow ng powers and duti es:

(a) To confer degrees upon successful candi dates for gradu-
ation of the State College. It may al so confer honorary
degrees upon persons in recognition of their achievenents,
st at esmanshi p and em nence in industry or public service
related to the aforenmentioned fields: Provided, That no such
degrees shall be conferred in consideration of or to
reci procate personal favors;

(b) To appoint upon recomendation of the President, the
deans, the registrar of the State Coll ege, the secretary of
the State Col |l ege, the heads of departnents, professors,
instructors, lecturers, adm nistrative and supervisory
of ficials and such other personnel conplenent as are
necessary to effectively inplenent the State Coll ege's
program to fix their conpensation and sal aries; to prescribe
hours of service and other duties as nmay be deened proper; to
grant them in its discretion, |eaves of absence under
regul ati ons pronul gated by the Board, other provisions of |aw
notwi t hstandi ng; to prescribe rules of acaden c discipline
for education, professional growth of the faculty and other
admi ni strative personnel, and to renove them for cause after
due investigation and hearing pursuant to the Civil Service
Law, and to establish professorial chairs in the State
Col | ege and to provide for the maintenance or endorsenent of
such chairs as may be necessary;

(c) To authorize the President of the State College to
award proficiency certification or diplom to students who
have conpl et ed nondegree courses;

(d) To approve the curricular offerings and rules of disci-
pline prepared by the Coll ege Council as hereinafter
provi ded;

(e) To fix the tuition fees and other necessary schoo
charges, such as, but not linmted to, matriculation fees,
graduation fees and | aboratory fees. Such fees and charges,

i ncl udi ng governnment subsi di es and ot her income generated by
the State Col |l ege, constitute a special trust fund and shal
be deposited in any authorized governnment depository bank
Any and all interests that shall accrue therefromshall form



part of the same fund for the use of the State Coll ege. Any
provi sion of existing laws to the contrary notw t hstandi ng,
i ncome generated by the State Coll ege and all suns
appropriated for the support of the State Coll ege may, at the
di scretion of the Board, be disbursed for the professiona
growt h and devel opnent, health, welfare and other simlar
benefits for its faculty nmenbers and personnel, for the
acqui sition, construction, maintenance, and repair of
urgently needed instructional and auxiliary facilities,

equi pnent, buil dings and ot her infrastructures and for

ot her expenses necessary for the attainment of its purposes
under this Act. |If for any reason, the State Coll ege shal
not be able to pursue any project for which funds have been
appropriated for reasons beyond control and allocated under
its approved program of expenditures, the Board of Regents
may aut horize the use of said funds for any reasonabl e
purpose which in its discretion my be necessary and urgent
for the attainnent of the objectives and goals of the State
Col | ege;

(f) To provide fellowshi ps and schol arships for qualified
and deserving faculty nenbers and students;

(g) To prescribe rules for its own governnent and to enact
for the governnent of the State Coll ege such genera
ordi nances and regul ations, not contrary to law, as are
consistent with the purposes of the State Coll ege, as
defined in Section 2 of this Act;

(h) To receive in trust |egacies, gifts, and donations of
real and personal property of all kinds; to administer the
same for the benefit of the State Coll ege or Departnent
thereof, or for aid to any student or students, in accordance
with the directions and instructions of the donors and, in
default thereof, in such manner as the Board of Regents may,
inits discretion, determne. Al such donations shall be
exenpt fromall taxes and be considered as deductible
items fromthe income tax of the donors;

(i) To inmport duty-free conmodities for educational pur-
poses as an exenption to existing | aws;

(j) To authorize the State College to undertake the con-
struction and/or repair of its buildings, machineries and
equi pnment and other facilities, any provision of |aw or
executive order to the contrary notwi thstandi ng: Provided,
That the funds for the purpose shall cone fromits
appropriations;

(k) To acquire additional sites or canmpuses and to provide
facilities and i nprovenents as may be necessary; and

(1) To provide vocational training to adult citizens and
out - of -school youths of the conmunity.



SEC. 8. On or before the fifteenth of the second nonth
after the opening of regular classes each year, the Board of
Regents shall subnit to the President of the Philippines,

t hrough the Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, as
well as to both houses of Congress, a detailed report setting
forth the progress, condition and needs of the State Coll ege.

SEC. 9. There shall be a College Council constituting of
the President of the State Coll ege as presiding officer, the
Vi ce- Presi dent, the College Registrar and all professors and
i nstructors as nenbers. The Council shall have the power to
prescribe the curriculumand the rules of discipline and
recommend appoi ntnents of personnel subject to the approva
of the Board of Regents. It shall fix the requirenents for
admi ssion to the State College, as well as for graduation and
the conferring of titles or degrees subject to review by the
Board of Regents. The Council al one shall have the power to
recommend students or others to be recipients of degrees.
Through the President of the State College or a duly
authorized commttee, the Council shall have disciplinary
power over the students within the limts prescribed by the
rul es of discipline as approved by the Board of Regents.

SEC. 10. The body of instructors and professors of the
State College shall constitute the faculty of instruction
with the President of the Camarines Norte State Col |l ege as
presiding officer. In the appointnment of the State Col |l ege
faculty, no religious opinion or party affiliation shall be
subj ect of exam nation or inquiry.

SEC. 11. Professors, instructors and other teaching
personnel of the State Coll ege shall be exenpted from Civi
Service exanmi nation or regulation as a requisite for
appoi nt nent .

SEC. 12. The Treasurer of the Philippines shall be ex
officio Treasurer of the State College and all accounts and
expenses shall be audited by the Chairman of the Conmi ssion
on Audit or his duly authorized representatives.

SEC. 13. There shall be a Secrtary of the State Coll ege who
shall be appointed by the Board of Regents upon
recommendati on of the President of the State College. He
shall also be the Secretary of the Board and shall keep such
records of the State College as may be deterni ned by the
Board of Regents

SEC. 14. To help the Camarines Norte State Col |l ege achi eve
its educational, research and extension ains, the State
Col l ege is hereby enpowered to negotiate or meke
arrangenents with sister government or private organizations
and to seek the assistance of educational foundations in
promoting the programs of instruction, research and



ext ensi on.

SEC. 15. Subject to the approval of the Board of Regents,
the President of the State College, in behalf of the Republic
of the Philippines may contract |oans, credits or
i ndebt edness from the Governnment Service |nsurance System
(GSI'S), the Devel opment Bank of the Philippines (DBP),

Phi | i ppi ne National Bank (PNB), and any foreign sources

of lender to finance self-I|iquidating construction projects:
Provi ded, That the total yearly anortization of such |oan,
including interest, shall not exceed seventy-five percent
(75% of the total yearly expected production inconme of the
State Coll ege.

SEC. 16. The requirenents provided in this Act as may prove
adverse to the present faculty and enpl oyees of the Camarines
Norte National Hi gh School, Mercedes School of Fisheries,
Camarines Norte National Agricultural School, Camarines Norte
Nati onal School of Arts and Trades and *Abano Pil ot
El ementary School who may be absorbed by the Camari nes Norte
State College shall not apply to them The present officials,
faculty and enpl oyees of the aforenmenti oned governnent
school s shall be absorbed by the State Coll ege and shall be
given priority in pronotion to the different positions
created as a result of this Act. Future appointees to
the said positions, however, shall be subjected to al
requi renents provided in this Act.

SEC. 17. All assets of the Camarines Norte National high
School, Mercedes School of Fisheries, Canarines Norte
Nati onal Agricultural School, Camarines Norte National Schoo
of Arts and Trades and Abano Pilot El ementary School, their
bui | di ngs, equi prent, records and other physical facilities
shall be transferred to and shall becone the property of the
Camarines Norte State Col |l ege.

All parcels of land titled or declared in the nane of the
af orenenti oned government schools shall be transferred to the
Camarines Norte State Coll ege and the Regi strar of Deeds of
the Province of Canmarines Norte shall issue to the Canarines
Norte State Col |l ege the corresponding Transfer Certificate of
Title for the aforenmenti oned parcels of land. Al balances in
cash, depositories and appropriations, including accounting
records, of the Camarines Norte National Hi gh School
Mer cedes School of Fisheries, Camarines Norte Nationa
Agricul tural School, Camarines Norte National School of Arts
and Trades and Abano Pil ot Elenentary School shall |ikew se
be transferred to the Camarines Norte State Coll ege.

SEC. 18. The Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, as
Chai rman of the Board of Regents, is hereby directed to take
such steps as are necessary for the i mediate inplenentation
of this Act.



SEC. 19. The anp*unt needed to carry out the provisions of
this Act shall be charged against the current fiscal year
appropriations of the Camarines Norte National Hi gh School
Abano Pil ot El enentary School, Mercedes School of Fisheries,
Camarines Norte National Agricultural School and Canarines
Norte National School of Arts and Trades. Thereafter, such
sum as may be necessary for its continued operation shall be
i ncluded in the annual General Appropriations Act.

SEC. 20. All laws, decrees and executive orders contrary to
or inconsistent with this Act are hereby repeal ed or *anended
accordingly.

SEC. 21. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
