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AN ACT TO ABOLI SH THE SERI CULTURE RESEARCH AND
DEVELOPMENT CENTER AT THE DON MARI ANO
MARCOS MEMORI AL STATE UNI VERSI TY,

MUNI CI PALI TY OF BACNOTAN, PROVI NCE OF LA
UNI ON, AND CREATE THE SERI CULTURE RESEARCH
AND DEVELOPMENT | NSTI TUTE, AUTHORI ZI NG THE
APPROPRI ATI ON OF FUNDS THEREFOR, AND FOR
OTHER PURPGOSES

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Philippines in Congress assenbl ed:

SECTION 1. - The Sericulture Research and Devel opnent
Center (hereinafter referred to as the SRDC) is hereby
abolished. In its stead, the Sericulture Research and
Devel opnent Institute (SRDI) (hereinafter referred to as the
Institute) based at the Don Mariano Marcos Menorial State
University (DMMVSU), in the Minicipality of Bacnotan,



Provi nce of La Union, is hereby established.

SEC. 2. Al functions, equipnent, facilities, supplies,
records and personnel of the Sericulturee Research and
Devel opnent Center are hereby transferred to the Sericulture
Research and Devel opnent Institute.

SEC. 3. The Institute shall have the foll owi ng genera
powers and functions in line with the research and
devel opnent prograns of the Departnent of Science and
Technol ogy, Departnent of Agriculture, Departnent of Trade
and | ndustry, National Econom c and Devel opnent Aut hority,
and the Don Mariano Marcos Menorial State University:

a) educate and train sericulturists;
b) conduct researches; and
c) extend technol ogi es.

SEC. 4. The Institute shall have the foll ow ng specific
powers and functi ons:

a) devel op productive, high yielding, good quality and
pest/di sease resistant varieties/strains of mulberry and
si | kwor m

b) produce adequate certified mulberry planting naterials
and high quality sil kworm eggs;

c) develop efficient, econom ¢ and productive mul berry | eaf
production, preservation and utilization technol ogies;

d) devel op sound and productive silkwormrearing
t echnol ogy;

e) devel op the production and fabrication of reeling and
re-reeling machineries suitable for rural use;

f) devel op effective mul berry and sil kworm pests
managenent strategi es;

g) evolve productive farm ng systens conpatible with
nmul berry | eaf production;

h) develop efficient and effective local and internationa
mar ket i ng systens;

i) develop and inplenment appropriate and applicable
t echnol ogy packages and effective technol ogy di ssem nation
and utilization systens, particularly the conduct of training
pr ogr ans;

j) upgrade skills of farnmers and their famlies,
devel opnent agents and extension workers through trainings,
sem nars and wor kshops on nul berry | eaf production and



storage, silkwormrearing for industrial and seed cocoon
production, reeling and re-reeling, handl oom weavi ng and
ot her silk product and by-product utilization;

k) coordinate with the Don Mariano Marcos Menorial State
University in the conduct of higher and advanced sericulture
degree prograns;

) coordinate with other government/private agencies
i nvolved in the devel opnent of sericulture as a rural -based
i ndustry in the country.

SEC. 5. The Institute shall be headed by a Director who
shall be responsible for the planning, inplenmentation and
supervi sion of the program and activities of the Institute.
He shall be appointed by the Board of Regents of the Don
Mari ano Marcos Menorial State University upon recommendation
of the University President. All other officers and enpl oyees
shall be appointed by the Director of the Institute, in
accordance with the Civil Service Law

SEC. 6. The plans and prograns of the Institute shall be
revi ewed annual ly by an Advi sory Board conposed of:

a) the Secretary of Agriculture as Chairman;

b) the University President of the Don Mariano Marcos
Menorial State University, as Vice Chairnman;

c) the Secretary of Trade and Industry, as Menber;

d) the Executive Director of the Philippine Council for
Agriculture, Forestry and Natural Resources Research and
Devel opnent (PCARRD), as Menber;

e) the Administrator of the Fiber Industry and Devel opnent
Aut hority (FIDA), as Menber;

f) the Director, Philippine Textile Research Institute
(PTRI), as Menmber;

g) the Director, Sericulture Research and Devel opnent
Institute (SRDI), as Menber and Secretary;

h) one (1) representative fromprivate associations or
cooperatives or producers of nulberry and silk cocoon, as
Menber; and

i) one (1) representative fromthe local silk cloth
processi ng and manufacturing industry, as Menber.

SEC. 7. The presence of five (5) nmenbers at the tinme of the
nmeeting shall constitute a quorum Provided, however, That
the Chairman or, in his absence, the Vice Chairman shal



presi de.

SEC. 8. For the purpose of research and devel opnent
activities of the Institute, researchers and support
personnel of other related agencies nay be detailed with the
Institute upon the request of the Director of the Institute
and subject to the approval of the Board of Regents of the
uni versity: Provided, That such personnel shall be paid
honoraria for their services.

SEC. 9. The Institute is hereby authorized to plan,
construct, devel op, inprove, acquire, or |ease buildings,
farms, fields and other facilities, to purchase machineries,
equi pnent, materials and supplies locally or abroad as nay be
necessary to carry out its functions and objectives.

Mor eover, the Institute shall enjoy exenption fromtaxes and
other duties in the inportation of such machi neries,

equi pnent, materials and supplies required in its research
and devel opnent prograns, subject to the provisions of
Section 105 (s) of the Tariff and Custons Code, Section 103
(f) of the National Internal Revenue Code and the provisions
on autonmatic appropriations under the General Appropriations
Act .

SEC. 10. The mmin offices, experinmental area and nursery of
the Institute shall be situated at the Don Mariano Marcos
Menorial State University canpus at Bacnotan, La Union. The
Institute may hereafter establish simlar facilities inits
ot her service areas in order to pronote the devel opnent of
sericulture in the countryside.

SEC. 11. The ampunt of Twenty nillion pesos
(P20, 000, 000.00) for the 1992 fiscal year budget is
authorized to be appropriated fromthe Special Activities
Fund of the President of the Republic of the Philippines, or
from any other sources; and thereafter, the anounts required
for its operation, maintenance, research and devel opnent
activities shall be included in the annual Cenera
Appropriations Act and said anpunt to be disbursed to the Don
Mari ano Marcos Menorial State University, in the Province of
La Union, exclusively for the capital and operationa
requi renents of the Institute which shall include personne
servi ces, nmmintenance and operating expenses, acquisition of
equi pnrent and | aboratory facilities, devel opnent of
experinmental fields, and establishnment of regional
provi nci al, municipal sericulture projects as determ ned by
the Director of the Institute, subject to the approval of the
Board of Regents of said university.

SEC. 12. All expenditures and di sbursenment of funds nmade by
the Institute in the conduct of its research and devel opnent
activities shall be subject to existing auditing and
accounting rules and regul ati ons.



SEC. 13. Any and all savings and inconme of the Institute
shall constitute a revolving fund which shall not be reverted
to the General Fund and which shall be used by the Institute
to further pursue its objectives.

SEC. 14. All existing |aws, rules and regul ations or parts
t hereof inconsistent with the provisions of this Act are
her eby repeal ed, superseded or nodified accordingly:
Provi ded, however, That nothing in this Act shall anend,
nodi fy or repeal the provisions of Republic Act No. 7160,
ot herwi se known as the Local Government Code.

SEC. 15. This Act shall take effect after fifteen (15) days
of its conplete publication in the Oficial Gazette or in at
| east two (2) newspapers of general circulation.
