Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of

the Philippines in Congress assenbl ed:

SECTI ON 1. The Cal ape Conmunity-based Agro-industria
College in the Municipality of Calape, Province of Bohol, is

her eby

converted into a polytechnic college to be known as

t he Cal ape Pol ytechnic Col |l ege, hereinafter referred to as
t he Col | ege.

SEC.

2. In addition to its present curricular offerings,

the Col |l ege shall offer non-degree term nal courses in the
field of technical and vocational education, including
two-year nursing aide, paranedical aide, fish technology and
agricultural technol ogy courses, as well as in eighteen-nonth
m dwi fery course, one-year craftsman certificate to

el ectrical technol ogy course and a six-nonth typing and



st enogr aphy course. The Coll ege shall concentrate in the
post - secondary | evel education and in the non-formal and
i ndi genouos | earning systens as well as in self-I|earning,
i ndependent and out-of -school study prograns.

SEC. 3. Al assets, fixed and novable, records and
personnel of the Cal ape Comrunity-based Agro-industria
College, as well as its liabilities, are hereby transferred
to the College: Provided, However, That the positions, rights
and security of tenure of the personnel enployed therein
under existing laws prior to their absorption by the Coll ege
are not inpaired.

SEC. 4. The Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports
shall take such steps as are necessary for the conversion and
operation of the College and the i medi ate inplenmentation of
this Act.

SEC. 5. In addition to the current appropriations of the
Communi ty- based Agro-industrial College, the ambunt needed to
carry out the provisions of this Act shall be included in the
General Appropriations Act of the year following its
enactment into | aw and thereafter

SEC. 6. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
