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AN ACT DECLARI NG VOLCANO | SLAND I N TAAL LAKE,
PROVI NCE OF BATANGAS, A TOURI ST ZONE UNDER
THE JO NT JURI SDI CTI ON OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
TOURI SM THE DEPARTMENT OF ENVI RONMENT AND
NATURAL RESOURCES, AND THE MUNI CI PALI TI ES
OF LAUREL, BALETE, AGONCILLO, SAN NI COLAS,
AND TALI SAY

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Philippines in Congress assenbl ed:

SECTION 1. The Vol cano Island in Taal Lake, Province of
Bat angas, is herein, declared a tourist zone under the joint
jurisdiction of the Departnent of Tourism the Departnent of



Envi ronnent and Natural Resources, and the rnunicipalities of
Laurel, Balete, Agoncillo, San N colas, and Talisay. As such
it shall be accorded priority devel opnment by the Depart nent
of Tourism and the Departnment of Environment and Natura
Resources and shall be subject to rules and regul ati ons
governing the devel opnment of tourist zones.

SEC. 2. The Departnent of Tourismin coordination with the
Department of Environnent and Natural Resources shall, within
one (1) year fromthe approval of this Act, prepare a tourism
devel opnent plan for Vol cano |Island and the coastal areas of
the municipalities of Laurel, Balete, Agoncillo, San N col as,
and Talisay, which shall provide for the construction,

i mprovenent and/or nmintenance of such appropriate facilities
and infrastructures as shall encourage tourismin the area.

SEC. 3. The Departnent of Tourismin coordination with the
Department of Environnment and Natural Resources shall take
i medi ate steps to inplenment said devel opnent plan and shal
i ncorporate the same in the departnent's overall tourism
devel opnent prograns for the ensuing cal endar year

SEC. 4. Any law which in consistent with any provision of
this Act is hereby repeal ed or nodified accordingly.

SEC. 5. This Act shall take effect fifteen (15) days from
its conplete publication in the Oficial Gazette or in at
| east two (2) national newspapers of general circul ation,
whi chever cones earlier.
