1. Performance-Based Challenge Fund. The amount of Five Hundred MNillion Pesos (P500,000,000) appropriated herein for the
Performance-Based Challenge Fund shall cover the financial subsidy to qualified LGUs under the Local Governance Performance Management
Program for the implementation of the priority projects to support the accomplishment of our Millennium Development Goals, ensure
compliance by the LG6Us with the Ecological Solid Maste Management Act of 2000 and Philippine Disaster Risk Reduction Nanagement Act of
2010, and enhance transparency and accountability in all local government transactions. In particular, the subsidy shall be used far the
rehabilitation and maintenance of roads leading to tourism sites and production zones to boost local economic development or promote peace
and order in the area.

The DILG shall submit, either in printed farm or by way af electronic document, to the DBN, copy furnished the House Committee on
Appropriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, quarterly reports on the financial and physical accomplishment of this Fund,
including the list of beneficiary L&Us. The Secretary of the Interior and Local Government and the Agency’s web administrator or his/her
equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise posted an the official website of the DILG.

2. Enhancing Local Government Unit Capacity on Climate Change Adaptation and Disaster Risk Mamagement Framework. The amount of
Seventy Six Million Pesos (P76,000,000) appropriated herein for the Enhancement of LGU Capacity on Climate Change Adaptation and Disaster
Risk Management Framework shall be used to help L6Us to focus on disaster prevention and risk reduction, through strengthening communities
and peaple’s capacity to anticipate, cope with, and recover from disaster.

The DILG shall submit, either in printed form ar by way of electronic document, to the DBM, copy furnished the House Committee on
fAppropriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, a detailed amnual work plan prior to the comsencement of the project and quarterly
reports on the financial and physical accomplishments of the project. The Secretary of the Interior and Local Governaent and the Agency’s
web administrator or hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise posted on the official
website of the DILG.

3. Phyapa at MAsaganang PamayaMin Program. The amount of One Billion Five Hundred Forty Seven Hillion Four Hundred Seventy
Thousand Pesos (P1,547,470,000) appropriated herein for the PAyapa at MAsaganang PamayalAn (PAMANA) Program shall be used exclusively to
inplement projects in conflict-affected areas already identified by the Office of the Presidential Adviser on the Peace Process (OPAPP).
In no case shall said amount be used for any other purpose.

The DILG shall submit, either in printed form or by way af electronic document, to the OPAPP quarterly reports on the status of the
inplenentation of the PAMAMA Program, including the list of beneficiaries. The Secretary of the Interior and Local Government and the
Aigency’s web administrator or his/her equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise posted on the
official website of DILG.

Inplementation of this provision shall be subject to guidelines to be jointly issued by the OPAPR, DILG, and DEN.

4. Appropriations for Potable Mater Supply. The amount of Five Hundred Seventy Seven Million Seven Hundred Thirty Thousand Pesos
(P577,730,000) appropriated herein for Potable Mater Supply Project to waterless municipalities and barangays shall be implesented subject
to the provisions of the Memorandum of Agreement {NOA) to be executed among DILG, L6Us andfor the Local Mater Utilities Administration.

5. Housing Program for Informal Settler Families Residing in Danger Areas within Netro Namila. The amount of One Billion Two
Hundred Forty Four Million Six Hundred Six Thousand Pesos (P1,244,606,000) appropriated herein for the Housing Program for Informal
Settler Families (ISF) Residing in Danger Areas within Metro Namila shall be used exclusively for the following projects with the
corresponding amounts:

a) Construction of Nicro-Nedium-Rise Buildings P706,000,000
b) Interim Shelter Fund for 26,367 Target Families 544,606,000

feleases from said amounts shall be subject to the submission by the DILG to the DBM of the People’s Plan and the listing and details
of projects indicating therein, among others, the location of the sites and names of prospective beneficiaries approved by the DILG:
PROVIDED, That the People’s Plan shall be prepared by the DILG in coordination with the Presidential Commission for the Urban Poor, the
Kational Anti-Poverty Commission and their partner civil society organizations.

The DILG shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, quarterly reports indicating, among others, the
breakdown of disbursements for the aforesaid Programs to the DBM, the House Committee on Appropriations, the Senate Committee on Finance
and the House and the Senate Committees on Housing.

6. Appropriations for Programs and Specific Activities. The amounts appropriated herein for the prograws of the agency shall be
used specifically for the activities in the awounts indicated under the Details of the FY 2014 Budget attached as Annex A (Volume 1)

of this Act.

1. Fire Code Revenues. In addition to the amounts appropriated herein, Eight Hundred Million Pesos (P800,000,000) sourced from
gighty percent (80%) of the taxes, fees and fines collected by the Bureau of Fire Protection (BFP) in accordance with Section 13 of R.A.
Ho. 9514 shall be used for the wodernization of the BFP, including the acquisition and improvement of facilities, and purchase of
firetrucks, fire fighting, emergency and rescue equipment, subject to the submission of a Special Budget pursuant to Section 35, Chapter
5, Book VI of E.0. Ho. 292, s. 1987.

The BFP shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DBN, copy furnished the House Committee on
Apprapriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, quarterly reports on its income and expanditures, and the utilization of the said
asount. The Director-Fire Chief of the BFP and the Bureau’s web administrator or hisfher equivalent shall be respansible for ensuring
that the said quarterly reports are likewise posted an the official website of the BFP.

2. Firearas License Fees. The twenty percent (20%) net proceeds of the firearms license fees deposited with the Hational Treasury
as trust receipts pursuant to Item 3.1 of DBN-DILG Joint Circular Mo. 1-92 dated May 8, 1992 shall be used for the scholarship privileges
to surviving children of deceased or parmanently incapacitated firemen in accordance with R.A. Ko. 6963.

The BFP shall subait, either in printed form or by way of electronic docusent, to the DBN, copy furnished the House Committee on
Appropriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, quarterly reports an its income and expenditures, and the status of the trust receipts
including the list of beneficiaries of the schalarship program. The Director-Fire Chief of the BFP and the Bureau’s web adainistrator or
his/her equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise posted on the official website of the BFP.

3. Use of Available Appropriations for Payment of Damages Arising from Lawful Fire Operations. The Director-Fire Chief of the BFP is
authorized, subject to the approval of the Secretary of the Interior and Local Government, to disburse any available appropriations of the
BFP for the payment of duly established damages to property and for injury and death of civilians resulting from lawful fire operations as
determined by a competent court.

4. Maintenance and Other Operating Expenses (NOOE) of the Operating Units of the BFP. The amount appropriated for the NOOE of the
district, city and municipal fire stations, included under the budget of the BFP’s regional offices, shall be distributed within five (5)
days from receipt of the allocation: PROVIDED, That the MOOE allocation of each fire station shall be computed based on the criteria to be
deterained jointly by the DBN, DILG and BFP.

The BFP shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DB, a report on the utilization of its NOOE
including the list of fire stations and amounts allacated to each unit. The Director- Fire Chief of the BFP and the Bureau’s web
administrator or hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that the said report is likewise posted on the official website of
the BFP. .

5. Appropriations for Programs and Specific Activities. The amounts appropriated herein for the programs of the agency shall be
used specifically for the activities in the amounts indicated under the Details of the FY 2014 Budget attached as Annex A (volume 1)
of this Act.

The tem-percent (10%) net proceeds of the firearms license fees deposited with the MNational Treasury as
trust receipts pursuant to Item 3.1 of DEN-DILE Joint Circular No. 1-92 dated Nay 8, 1992 shall be used for the scholarship privileges to
surviving children of deceased or permanently incapacitated jail afficers in accordance with R.A. Mo. 6963.

The Bureau of Jail Nanagement and Penology (BINP) shall subwit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DBN,
copy furnished the House Committee on Appropriations and the Semate Committee on Finance, quarterly reports on its income and
expenditures, and the status of the trust receipts including the list of beneficiaries of the scholarship program. The Director-Jail
Chief of BINP and the Bureau’s web administrator or his/her equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are
likewise posted on the official website of the BJINP.

2. Subsistence and Medicine Allowance of Prisoners. OF the amounts apprapriated herein, One Billion Four Hundred Thirty Three
Nillion Four Hundred Eighty Two Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Pesos (P1,433,482,750) is for subsistence allowance, and One Hundred Forty

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3. Assigmment of Jail Guards. MNotwithstanding Section 60 of R.A. Ho. 6975, the PHP shall continue to provide an adequate number
of uniformed personnel to act as jail guards in the different municipal, city and district jails throughout the country until after
sufficient jail gquard positions have been created for the purpose. The uniformed women personnel of the PHP assigned as jail guards
shall be in proportion to the number of jails for women.

4. Separate Jail Facilities for MWomen. Separate facilities and cells for women shall fora part of the standard design in the
construction and improvement of jails and its facilities.

Spacial Provision(s)

1. Police Fees and Charges. Fees and charges collected by the PHP by virtue of its absorption of the then Philippine
Constabulary-Integrated Hational Police and AFP Units shall be deposited with the MWational Treasury as trust receipts to augwent iis
appropriations in accordance with E.0. Ho. 1002, 5. 1985 and E.0. Ho. 333, s. 19%.

Failure to deposit said fees and charges with the National Treasury shall render any disbursement from the trust receipts void, and
shall subject the erring officials and employees ta disciplinary actions pursuant to Section 43, Chapter 5, and Saction 80, Chapter 6,
Book VI of E.0. No. 292, and to appropriate criminal action under existing penal laws.

The PP shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DBK, copy furnished the House Committee on
Appropriations and the Senate Committee on Finance, quarterly reports on its income and expenditures, and the status of the trust
receipts. The Chief of the PHP and the Agency’s web adwinistrator or his/her equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said
quarterly reports are likewise posted on the official website of the PRP.

2. Allocation for Maintenance and Other Operating Expenses of Police Stations. The amount appropriated for the NOOE of Police
Regional Offices of the PMP in the amount of Two Billion Five Hundred Forty Eight Nillion Nine Hundred Thirty Hine Thousand Peses
(p2,548,939,000) includes the MOOE requirements of provincial, district, city and municipal police stations: PROVIDED, That in the
allacation and distribution of funds of Police Regional Offices, priority shall be given to the NOOE requirements of the provincial,
district, city and aunicipal police stations computed at One Thousand Pesos (P1,000) per month multiplied by the number of policemen in
gach unit.

The PHP shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DEN, a report on the utilization of its MOOE
including the list of police stations and amounts allocated to each unit. The Chief of the PMP and the Agency’s web administrator or
hisfher equivalent shall be responsible for ensuring that said report is likewise posted on the official website of the PHP.

3. Allocation for the Internal Affairs Service. Of the amounts appropriated herein for Personnel Services, Five Hundred Forty Nine
Nillion Eight Hundred Seven Thousand Seven Hundred Twenty Six Pesos (P549,807,726) shall cover the regular pay and allowances of uniforsed
personnel of the Internal Affairs Service (IAS). In addition, the amount of Seventy Seven Nillion Six Hundred Forty Seven Thousand Peses
(p77,647,000) shall cover the NOOE requirements of I4S.

4. Ppayment of Back Salaries and Allowances. MNotwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the Chief of the PNP is
autharized, subject to the approval of the Chairperson of the Mational Police Commission and pertinent budgeting, accounting and auditing
rules and regulations, to disburse a portion of the apprapriations authorized herein for the payment of prior years’ salaries and
allowances due the uniformed members of the PHP upon their reinstatement into the service as a result of exoneration or acquittal from an
administrative, civil, or criminal case by a competent court.
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5. Payment of Damages Arising from Lawful Police @perations. The Chief of the PNP is authorized, subject to the approval of the
Secretary of the Interior and Local Government, to disburse any available appropriations of the PNP for the paysent of duly established
damages to property and for injury and death of civilians resulting from lawful police operations as determined by a competent court.

6. Reimbursement of Expenses Incurred in Anti-Smuggling and Econcmic Subversion Operations. Expenses incurred by the PNP in
anti-smuggling, economic subversion or other similar operations may be reimbursed out of the proceeds of the sale of items seized or
confiscated by the PHP upon the recommendation of the Chief of the PHP and approval by the Secretary of the Interior and Local Government,
subject to the submission of a Special Budget pursuant to Section 35, Chapter 5, Book YI of E.0. Mo. 292, and to pertinent budgeting,
accounting and auditing rules and regulations.
