Special Provision(s)

1. Use and Release of Fund. The amounis appropriated herein shall be used in accordance with R.A. No. 10121, “The Philippine
Disaster Risk Reduction and Nanagesent Act of 2010°, which shall include relief, rehabilitation, reconstruction, and other works or
services, including pre-disaster activities, in connection with the occurrence of natural calamities, epidemics as declared by the DOH,
crises resulting from armed conflicts, insurgemcy, terrorism, and other catastrophes: PROVIDED, That the beneficiaries of relief,
rehabilitation, reconstruction, and other works ar services in connection with the foregoing occurrence already covered by donations or
grants received by agencies of the government shall not be entitled to support or assistance from this Fund until the donation ar grant
has been fully expended or used. The Mational Disaster Risk Reduction and Nanagement Council (WDRRNC) shall be responsible for
consolidating the donations and grants given to agencies of the government in suppori of calamities.

The Wational Disaster Risk Reduction and Management (NDRRN) Fund way likewise be used to augment the Quick Response Fund (QRF) lodged
under the budgets of the implementing agencies concernad upon approval by the DBM to ensure the immediate release thereof.

Releases from said Fund shall be made by the DBN directly to the implementing agencies inm accordance with the approval of the
President of the Philippines, who may take into consideration the recomsendation of the NDRRNC for local disasters or the appropriate
agency for international crises. The MWDRRNC shall consider the donations or grants received by agencies of the government in support of
calamities in making the foregoing recommendation to the President of the Philippines. The MDRRNC shall likewise recommend to the
President, the DPWK as implementing agency for rehabilitation or reconstruction of infrastructure projects: PROVIDED, That the LGUs may be
identified as the implementing agency for infrastructure projects costing not more than Ten Million Pesos (P10,000,000): PROVIDED, -
FURTHER, That for infrastructure projects costing more than Ten Million Pesos (P10,000,000), the DPWH may delegate the implementation
thereof to LGUs with the capability to implement said projects by themselves, as determined by the DPWH and through the execution of a
NOA.

The HDRRNC shall submit, either in printed form or by way of electronic document, to the DBM, copy furnished the House Committee on
Apprapriations and the Senate Committee on Finance consolidated quarterly accountability reports on the wtilization of the danations or
grants given to agencies of the government. The Chairperson of the WDRRNC and the Council’s web administrator or his/her equivalent shall
be responsible for ensuring that said quarterly reports are likewise posted on the official website of HDRRNC.

2. Quick Response Fund. Of the amount appropriated for the HDRRN Fund, thirty percent (30%) shall be allocated as Quick Response
Fund (QRF) or stand-by fund for relief and recovery programs in order that situation and living conditions of people in communites or
areas stricken by disasters, calamities, epidemics, or complex emergencies, may be normalized as quickly as possible. The following QRF
allacations lodged under the budgets of the below-stated implementing agencies shall form part of the HDRRM Fund:

DUD-0ffice of Civil Defense 530,000,000
DHD-0SEC 352,500,000

In no case shall the QRF be used for pre-disaster activities, nor be realigned for any other purpose.
